SPECIFICATIONS FOR PROCESSING UCM’s III RECORDS WITH MARC21 EMBEDDED HOLDINGS

ABOUT THESE SPECIFICATIONS

These specifications address records produced by UCM’s III system
1.2
INPUT FILES

Input files will be UCM III transaction files received through TCP/IP FTP.  The  files will contain  ASCII MARC format records with local data mapped to embedded 852 fields.

1.3 
OUTPUT FILES

There are three output files from this program: one containing successfully processed records that will be loaded into the database, another containing successfully processed records that contain non-fatal errors,  and another containing records that could not be processed due to fatal errors.  All files will be in ASCII MARC  format.

2. 
RECORD CATALOGING SOURCES

Only records from UCM’s III system should be processed by this program. Determine the record source from the incoming  001. If the first three characters are not ‘UCM’ in uppercase, REJECT the record. If the 4th character of the 001 is not a lowercase “b”, REJECT the record.  If there is no 001, REJECT the record.

LEADER POSITION 05 - STATUS

Delete Records

UCM III delete records will be recognized by the presence of a "d" in the Leader Status.  No special processing based on this value is required at this time, although a record’s delete status will be used during general converter record validation.

BIBLIOGRAPHIC FIELDS

Bibliographic fields are all non-local MARC fields. Each output record has one bibliographic segment composed of these fields.

FIELDS TO OUTPUT

Unless otherwise instructed below, output all fields in the range of 000/899 as input.

FIELDS TO DROP

Some data from incoming 852 fields will be transferred to CDL-created 852 fields.  Drop the incoming

Data from the 866 $a will be used to create CDL 852 $3 subfields.

FIELD ORDER

Fields can be output in the order found in the input record except as noted elsewhere in these specifications.

All CDL 852 fields must be output before any 856 fields from the incoming record are output.  Correct output order is:

5. 
LOCAL FIELDS

The Maintenance Key (record ID) will be output in a 901 field.  Other local data will be output in MARC21 852 fields.

901 MAINTENANCE KEY (CDL RECORD ID)

The Maintenance Key will be created by this program in a 901 field. It represents the incoming record ID, and will be used in the online catalog to determine record update. It consists of two parts, both contained in the output 901 field:

$a Institution maintenance code

$b Record Identification Number

SOURCE OF  901 MAINTENANCE KEY DATA

Part of the output 901 data will come from the input 001. If a record has no input 001, it will have been REJECTED in an earlier step (see section 2). UCM III incoming records will contain 001 fields that look like:

CREATING THE CDL 901 MAINTENANCE KEY

The  output 901 will contain two subfields: $a and $b

852 LOCATION SEGMENTS

Location specific data will be found in incoming UCM 852 fields and will be output in CDL-generated 852 fields.

Each 852 output by this program will carry in its subfields all of the local data associated with one UCM III location code as found in the incoming 852 $b.  Each incoming 852 should generate an output 852 UNLESS the incoming 852 lacks a subfield $b.

NOTE: Any incoming 852 field that lacks a $b subfield should NOT generate an output 852.

Output subfields in the CDL 852 in the order shown above. Incoming 852 fields may have a different subfield order.

CREATION OF CDL 852 LOCATION SEGMENTS
The 852 should be created from the input record source fields as indicated in section 5.2.1. If no special instructions are given in the following sections, it can be assumed that the source field can be moved to the target 852 subfield as shown in 5.2.1 with no changes.

Place the value “MER” in the $a of all 852 fields output for the record. The incoming 852 may also have a subfield $a with a value of  “MER”. Output only one $a in the CDL 852 – the one created by this program with value “MER”.

852 $3 MATERIALS SPECIFIED (SUMMARY HOLDINGS) (NR)
Subfield $3 is not repeatable within the CDL 852 field.  Only one subfield $3 can be created, but it can consist of one or more sections that will originate from one or more 866 fields.  Create the sections of the $3 as described below, and separate each section from the one before it with “;  “ (semi-colon followed by two spaces).  The first section of the $3 should not be preceded by this punctuation and the last section should not be followed by it.

Each incoming 852 in a UCM record may be followed by one or more 866 fields.  The $3 in the CDL 852 will be created from the 866s that follow it – up to the next UCM 852 in the incoming record.  Take the holdings data from subfield $a of each 866 field.  Each 866 is expected to have only one $a.

Input and output  record examples:

Record has only one 852.  Both 866s will be used to create the CDL 852 $3.

Record has more than one 852.  The two 866s following the first 852 will be used to build the CDL 852 $3 created for location “kmain”.  The one 866 following the second 852 will be used to build the CDL 852 $3 created for location “kspc”.

Check each record before it is output using standard converter record validation.
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
