When found, each should be removed from the call number, placed in a $m for each 852 output for the record. The suffix may or may not be surrounded by spaces.

If a 950 $b contains both, output the $b as a $3 holdings note and do not create a $m from it. See section 5.2.2.12 for information on how to identify holdings data in the 950 $b.

Holdings for GTU serials will come in the 950 $b. Records may contain more than one 950, and 950s may contain more than one $b. Look for holdings statements in the first 950 only. Output as an 852 $3 the first $b that meets the following criteria:

GTU's 950s may contain multiple locations and multiple holdings statements. Since it is not possible to determine which holdings pertain to a particular location, output the first holdings statement in the $3 of the first 852 output for the record only. Provide the default holdings statement 'For holdings consult library.' for all subsequent 852 $3’s.

If the incoming record does not contain a 950 $b with a holdings statement, create the default 950 $a 'For holdings consult library.' in a $3 for all 852 fields.

Some of GTU's records contain 'latest issue' notes that will be output as 852 $m’s (see section 5.2.2.8). If the incoming record has a 'latest' note that gets output as an 852 $m but does not have a holdings statement, do not create an 852 $3 in the first 852. Do create the $3 'For holdings consult library.' in a $3 for all other 852 fields.

Some 950 $b's contain latest/current information in addition to a holdings note. If a 950 $b contains both, output the $b as an 852 $3 holdings note and do not output it as an 852 $m.
