852 LOCATION SEGMENTS
Each 852 created by this program will carry in its subfields all the local data associated with one UNIQUE location code. 

The first instance of each unique location code in the input record should initiate the creation of a new 852 field.

CREATION OF CDL 852 LOCATION SEGMENTS
The 852 should be created from the input record source fields as indicated in section 5.2.1. If no special instructions are given in the following sections, it can be assumed that the source field can be moved to the target 852 subfield as shown in 5.2.1 with no changes.

Output the value ‘DLB’ in the $a of all 852 fields output for the record.

5.2.2.3 
852 $b LOCATION CODE
MONOGRAPHS AND SERIALS: 

The location code will come in repeatable $l's in the first 920 in the record. If the record has more than one 920, ignore all but the first. A location code can be preceded by parentheses containing the number of copies. Any copy information and its surrounding parenthesis should not be output in the 852 $b.

In the above example, an 852 would be generated for each of the 3 listed locations. The $b of each 852 should contain one of the location codes (minus the data in parentheses) from the 920 $l.

UCDL records may contain duplicate codes. Output only the first instance of a particular code:

This field is used to stored RLF notes.

If the the incoming record has a 934 $a that begins 'UCDL:NRLF:', output the $a as a subfield $g. Before outputting the note, strip the prefix ('UCDL:NRLF:' plus any blanks) and concatenate 'AT NRLF: ' to the beginning of the remainder.

852 $h, $i, $j CALL NUMBER

The call number is expected to be in the $a and/or $b of the first 920 in the record. The call number should be moved to each output 852 as follows:

If there is an incoming 920 $a and $b, move the contents to the corresponding outgoing 852 $h and $i.

If there is an incoming 920 $a only or $b only, move the contents to the outgoing 852 $j.

If there are multiple incoming $a's with or without a $b, move the contents of the $a's and $b to a single 852 $j, separating each with a space.

If the first 920 in the record doesn't contain subfield $a or $b, assume that the record contains no call number and do not output call number subfields in the 852s.

UCD Law special processing for call numbers: 

Some UCDL call number subfields begin with '* '. Strip the '*' and any spaces that follow before outputting 

the subfield. Check both the 920 $a and the 920 $b.

852 $3 MATERIALS SPECIFIED (SUMMARY HOLDINGS)
MONOGRAPHS

Holdings for UCDL monographs will come in the 934 $a. The input record may have more than one 934, but use only the first valid one in the record to produce the output 852 $3. Output A $3 only in the first 852 that is created. Subsequent 852s will have no $3. 

The 934 may have different formats - some contain two subfield $a's and some only one. Check the value of the first $a in the 934 after stripping leading and trailing blanks. If all that remains is 'UCDL:', see if the 934 has another $a. If it does, output the contents of this second $a as the $3 of the first 852 output for the record. If there is no second $a, look for another 934 and start the process again (disregarding any previous 934s). If the first $a in a 934 contains text in addition to 'UCDL:', strip the 'UCDL:' and output the field as a $3 in the first 852.

NRLF exception: 

If the 934 $a begins 'UCDL:NRLF:', do not output the 934 as a  $3 in the 852. It will be output as a $g in the 852 

(see section 5.2.2.5). Move to the next 934 (if any) in the record to see if it qualifies for output as an 852 $3.

SERIALS 

Holdings for UCDL serials will come in the 950 $b. Check each incoming serial record to see if it contains a 950. If it does, see if the 950 contains a $b. If it does, use the first $b as the source of the 852 $3 and ignore any other $b’s and/or additional 950 fields.

NRLF exception: 

If the first 950 $b contains the phrase 'NRLF', and 'nrlf' is not the first location in the record provide the default 

value 'For holdings consult library' in the output 852 $3. If the first 950 $b contains the phrase 'NRLF' and 'nrlf' is the first location, use that 950 $b as the source of the 852 $3.

Removing extraneous data

The 950 $b will generally contain data that will have to be stripped prior to output. Most 950 $b's begin with 'UCDL:'. The colon may or may not be followed by a space. Strip off the 'UCDL:' and any spaces that follow. Some 950 $b's begin with 'UCDL:NRLF:'. If such a 950 $b is used as the source of the output holdings field (see above), strip the 'UCDL:NRLF:' (and any spaces) before outputting the field.

UCDL's 950s may contain multiple locations and multiple holdings statements. Since it is not possible to determine which holdings pertain to a particular location, output the first holdings statement in the first 852. Provide the default holdings statement 'For holdings consult library.' for all subsequent 852s.

If the incoming record does not contain a 950 $b, create the default 852 $3 'For holdings consult library.' for all
