If there is an incoming 920 $a only or $b only, move the contents to the 852 $j.

If there are multiple incoming $a's with or without a $b, move the contents of the $a's and $b to a single 852 $j, placing spaces between the contents of individual subfields.

SERIALS: 

Call numbers for a specific incoming 850 $c location code will be in the $d OR in the  $h and/or $i of that same 850.  Process as follows:
If the UCSD PE 850 has a $d, move the data to the CDL 852 $j. 
If there is no $d, check for a $h.
If there is a $h, check for a $i. 
If there is a $h, but no $i, output the $h as the CDL 852 $j.

If there is is $h and a $i, output the $h as the 852 $h and the $i as the 852 $i.


NOTE: For monographs and serials, remove any call number suffix notes (see section 5.2.2.8) from the call number source field before outputting the call number in the 852.
