CREATION OF CDL 852 LOCATION SEGMENTS

The 852 should be created from the input record source fields as indicated in section 5.2.1. IF no special instructions are given in the following sections, it can be assumed that the source field can be moved to the target 852 subfield as shown in 5.2.1 with no changes.

5.2.2.1 
UCSF 852 LOCATION SEGMENT CREATION EXCEPTION

In most cases, each unique location code in an incoming record should generate a new 852 field. There may be exceptions in certain UCSF records that contain 595 fields.

RECORD HAS 595(s) AND A SINGLE LOCATION

Any 595s should be output as 852 $m’s in the single 852 that is output.

RECORD HAS 595(s) AND MULTIPLE LOCATIONS

RECORD IS A PE RECORD WITH ONE OR MORE 850 FIELDS:

The processing exception described below in this section does not apply to PE records that use the 850 as the primary source of local data. Process serial records that contain 850s and 595s as described in sections following this one.

RECORD IS EITHER A MONOGRAPH, OR IS A PE RECORD WITH NO 850:

RECORD DOES NOT CONTAIN LOCATION 'redsg': 

If the incoming monograph or serial record contains more than one location and also contains a 595 field, produce an 852 for the first location only.

INCOMING RECORD HAS 595:

The location code will come in repeatable $l's in the first 920 in the record. If the record has more than one 920, ignore all but the first.  Each $l in the 920 should generate a new 852 field, and the $l should be output in the $b of the 852 that it generates. A location code in the $l can be preceded by parentheses containing the number of copies. Any copy information and its surrounding parenthesis should not be output in the 852 $b.

In the above example, an 852 would be generated for each of the 3 listed locations. The information within parentheses would be ignored and only the data following it would be output to the $b of the 852

UCSF has said they will not send duplicate location codes in a 920 field.

SERIALS: create from 850 $g or 920 $l


Location codes will taken from incoming 850 $g’s (preferred) or 920 $l’s.

IF THE 850 IS USED AS THE SOURCE OF LOCAL DATA (preferred)

The location codes in these records will be taken from non-repeatable $g subfields in repeatable 850 fields. Each 850 $g will generate a new 852. Move the contents of the $g to the 852 $b. If an 850 field lacks a subfield $g do not generate an 852 from it.

IF THE 850 IS NOT USED AS THE SOURCE OF LOCAL DATA

If there is no 850 in the record, see if there is a 920 field with one or more $l subfields.  If found, process 

location codes for these records as described above in this section under 'MONOGRAPHS'.

Prefixes

Remove any prefixes listed in section 5.2.2.7 before outputting all call numbers. 

In addition, the call number - when not taken from the 850 - should be scanned for the prefix 'BROWSING' (any case). If found, it should be removed from the output call number, before the call number is output.

Suffixes
Remove any suffixes listed in section 5.2.2.8 before outputting all call numbers, except those being created from the 850 $f.

SERIALS WITH 850 FIELDS

Move the contents of the 850$f to the $j of the 852 being created after removing any prefixes (suffixes are not expected). If there is no 850$f, do not output a call number for the 852.

MONOGRAPHS - AND SERIALS LACKING 850 FIELDS

Call numbers will come in any one of the following fields:

050

Look for call numbers in these fields in the order listed. Call numbers can contain prefixes or suffixes that should be removed before output. Output only one call number per 852.

The call number can be contained in one or more of the following subfields: $a, $b, $c.

The call number should be moved to the output 852 as follows:

050 

If there is one incoming $a and one $b, move the contents to the output 852 $h and $i.

If there is an incoming $a only or $b only, move its contents to an 852 $j.

Ignore all but the first $a and/or $b, and ignore any $c.

If there is exactly one  incoming $a and  and one $b, move the contents to the output  852 $h and $i.

Some UCSF call numbers found in 090's use the OCLC convention of an 'x' meaning unclassified. When prefixes and suffixes have been stripped out, if the 090 call number contains only an 'x', do not output any call number for the 852, even if there is data present in other call number fields, but go ahead and output the prefixes and suffixes. (We don't expect that records with call number 'x', will have prefixes and suffixes, but output them if they do.)

Once the source field of the call number is determined, the call number should be scanned for a prefix. If found, it should be removed from the call number and moved to the output $k of the 852 that is being created. 

If the call number is taken from the 850 $f, then the prefix will be output only in the $k of the 852 that is being generated from the location in the $g of the 850.  If the call number is taken from one of the fields in the bibliographic record (099, 096, 090, 050), then any prefix found should be output in the $k of each 852 that is generated for the record.

The following call number prefixes may precede call numbers in UCSF records. Note that the prefix may or may not have leading and/or trailing blanks. These should be removed, if found, prior to output.

These records will not have call number suffixes.

MONOGRAPHS - AND SERIALS WITH NO 850 FIELDS

Even though they are meant to to be placed before the call number, call number suffixes can appear 

anywhere within the chosen call number field. This means that all relevant subfields in call number 

field must be scanned for ‘suffixes’.

Do a string match within the input call number field to look for the suffix values. When found, each should be removed from the call number, placed in $m of each 852 that is being created. The output format for UCSF suffixes should correspond with the format shown below, even though the input format may vary in case.

Below is a list of known suffixes. Note that the suffix may or may not have leading and/or trailing blanks. 

These should be removed, if found, prior to output.

SERIALS WITH 850 FIELDS

There are several possible sources of the 852 $m in serials with 850 fields. It is highly unlikely that any one 852 would contain $m’s  from all possible sources, but multiple $m’s will not be uncommon. If the 852 will have more than one $m, output them by source of data as shown below.

850 $j (retention note) 

This subfield is sometimes used to create the 852 $3 field (see section 5.2.2.12). If the $j was not used to create the output $3, move its contents to the $m.

850 $z (shelving note) 

Move the contents to the $m of the 852 being created. 

850 $k (copy number) 

This subfield contains a copy number. Move its contents to the $m of the 852.

595 $a

If the record has multiple locations and one of those is 'redsg', output any 595s as $m’s in the 852

for 'redsg' only. If 'redsg' is not one of the locations, output the 595s as $m’s  in all 852s.

If the PE record contains a 590 with the string 'Library Keeps' (in any combination of upper and lower case), output the 590 as a  $m subfield in all 852 fields that are output for the record.

MONOGRAPHS  and SERIALS WITH NO 850 FIELDS

595 $a

If the input record has 595s, move the contents of the $a of each 595 to a separate $m. Records with multiple locations and any 595 fields get only one 852 output unless 'redsg' is one of the locations. If 'redsg' is one of the locations, all location will generate an 852 field, but the 595s are output with the 'redsg' 852 only. (Note: 595s will most likely occur in serial records and are expected to contain retention or special location information.)  See section 5.2.2.1 for more information on 595 and redsg processing.

950$z 

Move the $z, if any, of the first 950 in the record to the first $m of the first 852 in the outgoing record. (The 950 $z will contain special shelving information, eg. 'All issues shelved with bound journals.')

Move 590 $a notes to the $x in each 852 output for the record unless the 590 $a begins 'Copies', 'Shared 

Purchase', 'LIBRARY HAS', or contains the phrase 'LIBRARY KEEPS' in any combination of upper or lower case. These 590’s will be output in other subfields as instructed elsewhere.

If a 590 $a field begins 'shared purchase' (any combination of upper or lower case), output the $a as a $z in the first 852 being output for the record.

If a 590 $a field begins with either of the phrases (in any combination of upper and lower case):

Library has 

Library keeps

Place the contents of that $a in the output $3 of each 852. 

SERIALS 

SERIALS WITH 850 FIELDS: use 850 $h or $j

If the 850 being processed has a $h, use its contents to create the $3 of the 852 being generated from the 850. If it does not have a $h, check to see if it has a $j. If there is a $j, use its contents to create the 852 $3. If there is neither a $h or a $j, ouput the default value 'For holdings, consult UCSF local catalog' in the 852 $3.

SERIAL RECORDS LACKING 850 FIELDS: use 590 $a --  or --  950 $b or $d

UCSF will send holdings information in multiple fields, and there can be multiple instances of some of these fields. 

Because of the difficulty in associating specific locations with specific holdings statements, output only the first holdings statement found in the input record. Output it in the $3 of each 852 created. Subsequent holdings statements, from whatever incoming field, will not be moved to the outgoing record. See section 5.2.2.1 for important information about UCSF holdings segment creation.

Holdings information will either be found in an incoming 590 with the text "LIBRARY HAS" or in an incoming 950 $b or $d. (Incoming records are expected to have either a 590 "LIBRARY HAS"-type note or a 950, not both.) Search for holdings data in this order:  590 $a, 950 $b, 950 $d.

Look for a 590 with 'LIBRARY HAS" (in any combination of upper and lower case), and if it is found, move the contents of the 590, minus the ‘LIBRARY HAS, the colon and any spaces that follow it, in the $3 of all outgoing 852  fields.  Do not look for additional holdings information in the record. Some 'LIBRARY HAS' notes may begin with one or more '*'. These should be removed and taken into account when stripping the prefix.

If no 590 with the required text is found, look for the first input 950. (UCSF records can contain multiple 950's. Ignore all but the first.) 

The incoming 950 can have the following structure:

950 $b Holdings (enumeration string) 

OR 

$d Holdings (retention string)

$s Pre-move location

$t Copy No., preceded by 'Copy '.

$z Exception note

Incoming 950's are not expected to have both $b and $d.

Look at the first incoming 950 for a $b. If found, move the contents to each output 852 in a $3. If no $b is found, look for a $d, and if found, move its contents to each outgoing 852 $3. If no holdings data is found in a 590 and there is no $b or $d in the first incoming 950, put the text "For holdings, consult UCSF local catalog." in all outgoing 852 $3’s.

Do not move the contents of $s and $t to the outgoing record. The contents of the $z will be moved to the 

outgoing $m. (See 5.2.2.8 for details.)
